What are some of the main events in the 
story? And what is the problem in the story and how does it get solved? What lesson 
does the character learn? What is the theme or the message in the story? 

So remember, by recognizing and remembering these important elements it helps to 
improve your comprehension. Let's remember, you can find a friend in any story, so 
don't forget to take time to get lost in a book this summer.
