“Erin’s Law”
Erin’s Law - P.L. 2019,c.185 approved July 19, 2019 

Requires all public schools to incorporate age- appropriate 
sexual abuse prevention and awareness.  



NJ Public schools are required to:
● Incorporate age- appropriate sexual abuse prevention and awareness.

● Teach students in grades (pre-k - 12th grade) age-appropriate techniques to 
recognize child sexual abuse and tell a trusted adult.

● Inform school personnel all about child sexual abuse.

● Educate parents and guardians on the warning signs of sexual abuse, plus 
needed assistance, referral or resource information to support sexually 
abused children and their families.

No, the lessons are different 

each year per grade level.
● Is Erin’s Law different than Family Life Curriculum? Erin’s Law directly 

teaches sexual assault prevention. Family life curriculum teaches about 
families, relationships, and anatomically correct body part names.
